CRIME PREVENTION NOTICE

Between 6:30 and 7:15 on the morning of Thursday, June 7th, person(s) unknown entered Tower Cleaners and left carrying the cash register.  Tower Cleaners employees were in the back of the store where they could not hear the door buzzer.  This notice is provided so that all Fairway businesses can learn from this crime.

Here are a few tips to keep in mind…

1. Ensure your cash register is securely fastened to the counter.

2. Minimize potential loss by limiting the amount of money kept in the register at any one time.  Also limit the amount of cash your employees bring to work.

3. Install a device that announces the entrance of customers.  Employees should be able to detect entry/departure of guests throughout the facility.

4. Consider the location of alarms, cameras, etc.  Such devices are important from both a proactive and reactive perspective.  Alarm systems provide significant comfort to employees and may cause a potential crook to go elsewhere.  Digital video greatly improves the potential for identifying the criminal and achieving a positive outcome at trial.

5. Call the police if you have any concerns!
